In that goal, we especially focus on target No.6; Ensure that all youth and a substantial

proportion of adults, both men and women, achieve literacy and numeracy.

2.Movie Introduction
‘Like stars on Earth’, ‘Taare Zameen Par’ in Hindi

This movie is based on the story of one boy named Ishaan who has dyslexia. However, his
family, his teachers and his friends assumed that he was a lazy student and kept pressuring him
because of lack of knowledge of LD (Learning Disabilities). Finally, Ishaan’s father sent him
to a boarding school for improving his academic performance. Gradually, his confidence faded
away and felt nothing even for drawing pictures which he used to like so much. From that
movie, we found out the common problems, such as an excessive expectation and no-awareness

around parents as well as teachers.

3. Common Issues Between Japan and India and Problems
Futoko (Japan)
According to the report issued by Ministry of Education in Japan, there are 21.60 % of students

in elementary schools and junior high schools are suffer from poor academic performance.
School Refusal (India)

According to the national survey in 2010, it also shows approximately 10 percent of students

dropping out of school quits because of poor academic performance.

— Although the ratio of the factor is low, there are certain numbers of student who are
distressed by no-acceptance in school or home.Without any awareness of LD, they tend to

suffer from some mental health problems(Depression or Anxiety) and refuse going to school.

4. Suggestion for Archiving Target
1.Spreading awareness to the audience in the main conference.

Three Main Learning Disabilities

1. Dyslexia-Difficulty with understanding written words.

2. Dyscalculia-Difficulty with solving arithmetic problems and grasping math concepts.

3. Dysgraphia -Difficulty with forming letter or writing words within a defined space.
2.Giving an explanation to teachers and parents to reduce stigma going to see a counselor.

SDG 10 mainly focuses on reducing inequalities in income as well as those based on age, sex,

disability, race, ethnicity, origin, religion or economic or other status among each country.

2. Movie Introduction

» Japanese Wife [From India]: The movie illustrates the life of a Bengali man and a
Japanese woman. There is also the story of a widow who suffers in silence. Although
17 years passed after their marriage, they still have never met in person. One day,
husband became a victim to a storm and contracts pneumonia around the end and
unfortunately dies because of the same.

» Shoplifters : The movie is based on one family who lives in a small old house in Tokyo,
surrounded by the tall buildings, and they struggle to live their life every day. It shows
the income and social inequality, in Tokyo, the richest city in Japan, and most
importantly. Thus, this movie focus on "invisible people" in Japanese society.

3. Common Issues Between Japan and India and Problems

India [Widow]:40 Million widows in India: 10% of the entire female population. In rural India,

widows face severe financial hardships, social taboos which lead to a shackled life, such as
denied financial independence (Only 11% receive pension), inheritance rights and remarriage.
As reasons and background are considered below;

* “Patriarchy” is extremely dominant in rural India  * Negative images towards widows

+ Lack of sufficient knowledge about legal rights + Insufficient pension schemes

Japan [Single mother]: Income gap between single parent and more than two parents are huge

even though working time is equivalent to full-time workers working time. Moreover, it is said
that single mothers tend to work longer than the others, considering the house chores and taking
care of children. Main reason of low income is that most of them are working at informal job.

4.Suggestion for Archiving Target

Efforts by the youth: The young generation is willing to educate themselves. They ought to
keep their eyes on these issues above to create solutions by coming up with new perspectives.
Spreading awareness: Globalizations through exchange programs. Through usage of Mass

Media and Social Media and spreading the message to the masses of victims and others.

Roles of Organizations: Organizations such as The Loomba Foundation, Kamla Foundation,

Adopt-A-Widow (India) and Little Ones (Japan)Awareness camps.

» Virus: The state of Kerala (In India) faces a tremendous outbreak of the life- threatening
Nipah virus. However, a group of courageous individuals risk their lives in an attempt

to curb the epidemic.

3. Common Issues Between Japan and India and Problems

* Now 2021,we have been facing discrimination under pandemic. According to NHK, A survey
in Japan has reported nearly 700 cases of harassment or discrimination against healthcare
workers who are combating the coronavirus and their families. Also, there is caste
discrimination in India under pandemic and Covit-19 brought it back.

* Bullying and Harassment become a common catalyst of stress and mental health issues in
both Japan and India. According to the ministry of education, in Japan, there is an increase in

the number of bullying at school and cyberbullying in both two countries.

4. Suggestion for Archiving Target

We would like to suggest establishing a physiological Al consulting application. This
application can help people by three contents. First, Users can experience counseling and stress
coping mechanisms through "Communicating with AI". Second, Community systems based on
analysis by Al. Third, educational tools for mental health. In Japan, our population has been
declining so applications are useful and also both countries India and Japan. In conclusion, we
